Quotation Prices

treated as non-responsive and rejected.

b) Corrections of the quoted rate, if any, shall be made by crossing out, re writing, initialing and dating.

c) ‘Discount’ or extra charges if any mentioned by the bidders shall not be considered unless these are
specifically indicated in the price schedule.

d) All duties, taxes and other levies payable under the contract shall be shown separately.
e) The Prices should be quoted in Indian Rupees only.

Right to Vary Quantities: The SPD, ARIAS Society reserves the right at the time of award of contract to
increase or decrease the required quantity of service specified in the schedule of requirements without any
change in price of the offered quantity keeping the other terms and conditions intact.

Warranty & Maintenance: The machines supplied shall be under warranty at least for one (1) year and
thereafter shall be under Annual Maintenance Contract (AMC) for three (3) years.
